PCS is the premier international forum devoted specifically to picture coding. For more than three decades the International Picture Coding Symposium has provided the meeting place for the picture coding community: industry, research, academia and users. The 22nd PCS will be held in Seoul on 25 - 27 April 2001, in the week prior to the 11th International Packet Video Workshop that will take place in Kyongju, Korea from 30 April to 1 May. Prospective authors are asked to submit for review either an electronic version (MS-Word 7.0 or Postscript) by e-mail or 3 copies of a 1000 word abstract of their paper. Two types of presentation will be used, oral and poster at the symposium. About 20 minutes will be allotted to each oral presentation, including discussion. Overhead projector, 35 mm slide projector, and most common videotape formats such as VHS and D1 can be accommodated. Authors are encouraged to use these facilities to demonstrate their results.
