The hotel is on the banks of the River Thames about 50 miles (80 km) to the West of London. It is a very peaceful location next to the bridge between the villages of Streatley and Goring, which face each other across the river. The room rates have been set to include the hire of the meeting room and all the other facilities associated with the meeting and are as follows:

Night associated with the meeting - £165 includes breakfast and the meeting facilities but no lunch or dinner.

Night adjacent to the meeting - £105 including breakfast (£125 for double occupancy). 

A block of rooms has been reserved and the cut-off date is 26 February, after this date the availability of rooms can not be guaranteed. Delegates who live locally and do not need to stay at the hotel will be charged £60 per day for the conference facilities.

Delegates should complete the attached form and fax it to the hotel after checking for room availability. Mention “ITU Meeting” when checking with the hotel.

There will be a wireless LAN, server and printer available. Internet access may be available but this rural part of the country does not yet have ADSL so we may have to use a shared modem. Set your PCs for NETBIOS on TCP/IP with address allocation by DHCP (just like at the ITU). The WLAN SSID etc. will be available at the meeting.

All the hotel rooms have telephones with modem ports but call charges are high unless you can use an 0800, 0500 or 0808 number. Calls to these numbers are not charged. 

I have to mention that if there is trouble with Iraq, or something similar, that causes the meeting to be cancelled at the last minute, we will all have to pay a cancellation fee. 

Travelling to Streatley

If travelling by car there are directions on the hotel web site from the M4 motorway, which runs between London and Bristol past Heathrow airport. The hotel has plenty of car park space.

There is a railway station across the river at Goring (it is called “Goring and Streatley” – there is another Goring in the UK, do not go there!). Trains run between Goring and Streatley and London Paddington station via Reading. When travelling by train from London Paddington, note that some trains go directly to Goring and Streatley but these are generally slower ones. It is usually quicker to take a fast train to Reading and change there to a local train. You can get timetables and other information from http://www.thamestrains.co.uk/ . There is an interactive timetable and journey planner at http://www.railtrack.co.uk/ 

You can buy train tickets on line, often at a discount, at http://www.thetrainline.com or http://www.qjump.co.uk/ .

If arriving at Heathrow airport, you can rent a car or take a bus or train. The Heathrow Express train (http://www.heathrowexpress.co.uk/ ) will take you to London Paddington station where you can get a train for Goring and Streatley. Alternatively, there is a bus called the Railair Link (http://www.firstgroup.com/FirstBeeline/airport/railair.htm) which will take you to Reading railway station where you can get a train for Goring and Streatley.

If you plan to arrive at Goring and Streatley station, you can walk to the hotel (about 800 metres) or the hotel will pick you up with its minibus if you ask beforehand. There is no charge for this service. If you find yourself stuck at the station and the minibus is not available give me a call and I’ll come and pick you up.

Food

Obviously, the hotel can provide lunch and dinner. The restaurant is very good and offers a fixed-price menu at about £25 for dinner. However, there are many other places to eat in the neighbourhood at lower prices.
