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Summary

This contribution proposes a scope and work items for Q13 initiated work on IPTV Metadata that provides a descriptive and structural framework for managing IPTV services.
1.
Discussion
As structured in working document of FG-IPTV titled “FG IPTV-DOC-0131: IPTV Metadata”, Q13 Metadata working should address the following areas of focus;

- Metadata representation

 -- Data model, Notation

  --- Service, Contents, User Metadata
- Metadata service discovery
- Metadata delivery protocol
 -- Transport Protocol, Common Transport Container, Update Notification

- Metadata protection
- Classification scheme management
The first task for this working is to analyze and compare the relevant specifications by other SDOs with the final list of service requirements of the FG-IPTV to ascertain which aspect may need further work, and which specifications should be considered by the ITU-T. Most of this task would have already been done by FG-IPTV so additional task may be the evaluation for those specifications currently being developed.
The main SDOs involved in this area include:

- DVB
- ATIS IIF

- DLNA(UPnP)

- CEA

- CableLabs
- etc.

After analyzing the gap between the requirements and specification already developed, the working should consider the solutions for filling gaps based on the existing specifications and propose them to relevant SDOs. As a result of developing the missing elements and attributes to fulfill the requirements, it would be expected to have the reference schema that integrates those major metadata specifications.
Then the next work item would be to define the schemes for metadata translation or mapping. Since the IPTV architecture will likely integrate with existing legacy IPTV systems, it is important that appropriate translation or mapping schemes between existing metadata standards be specified in Metadata framework defined in this working to allow services and contents to be transparently accessed in an efficient manner.

Proposal
It is proposed that the Metadata working in Q13 shall adopt scope and steps described in this contribution and also the structure of areas of focus summarized in the working document “FG IPTV-DOC-0131: IPTV Metadata” as a basis for an output of this working.
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
